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1. General regulations
1.1. International public organization “International DanceSport Association” (further IDSA) is non-profitable international public organization which unifies citizens of Ukraine and other countries on the ground of generality of interests for realization of purposes and tasks by them foreseen by this Statute. 
1.2. IDSA is constructed on the basis of voluntariness, self-management, legality, publicity and equality of members. Decisions of IDSA managing bodies accepted for execution of IDSA purposes and tasks within the framework of their competence are obligatory for all IDSA members.
1.3. IDSA executes its activity according to Constitution of Ukraine, current legislation of Ukraine, international legislative acts and this Statute.
1.4. From the moment of the state registration in order established by current legislation IDSA gets the status of legal person and can conclude on its own behalf agreements, get property and non-property rights, be plaintiff and claimant in the court, have property (movable and immovable) on the property rights, have independent balance, open accounts in establishments bank departments (in national monetary unit and foreign currency), have seals and stamps with its name, the symbolics, the samples of which are approved by IDSA Presidium. The symbolics is registered in order established by the law. 

1.5. IDSA activity is executed on democratic principles without interdictions and restrictions within the framework of the current legislation of those countries on territory of which it executes its activity as international public organization.
1.6. Territory of IDSA activity is Ukraine, Byelorussia and other countries. 
1.7. The full name: International public organization “International DanceSport Association”. The reduced name is IPO “IDSA”.
1.8. IDSA legal address is 01033, Kyiv, Saksahanskoho str., 7/13.

2. Aim, tasks and directions of IDSA activity
2.1. The main purpose of IDSA activity is: preference of development of DanceSport and other kinds of dance for coordination of their activity an protection of legal, creative, sport, social and other interests of its members.
2.2. The main tasks of IDSA are:

- popularization and promotion of development of dance as form of organization of people’s leisure time both for IDSA members and other citizens;

- preference of moral and aesthetic bringing up of people by means of dance;

- preference of development of schools of mass training, dance clubs, children and adult collectives of dance, sports sections etc.;
-preference of establishment and development of creative, business contacts with other international dance organizations and dance organizations of different countries;

- preference of support and development of new dance directions.  
2.3. For execution of statute tasks in order established by legislation IDSA:

- cooperates with all domestic and foreign establishments, organization, activity of which promotes execution of tasks assigned on IDSA;

- ideologically, organizationally and financially supports other unifications of citizens, gives assistance in their creation;

- gets, processes, keeps and distributes the information and documents which are connected with activity of IDSA;

- can found its own mass media;

- represents and protects legal interests of its own and of its members in state and public organizations of different countries;

- favors organization of training events for coaches, adjudicators and sportsmen who are IDSA members;

- participates in promotion of DanceSport within the framework of the events uniting kinds of sports which are not included into the program of Olympic Games;

- participates in conduction of international events (Games, Championships, Cups, competitions, meetings, congresses, seminars etc.);

- can open branches, departments and representations in different countries of the world, and on the territory of Ukraine local departments, according to the current legislation;
- enters the international public (non-governmental) organizations, supports direct international contacts and connections, can sign corresponding contracts and agreements, and also can take part in realization of events which do not contradict the international obligations of Ukraine;
- uses other forms of activity which do not contradict the current legislation and this Statute;

- freely spreads the informational about its activity. 
3. IDSA members, their rights and obligations
3.1. Membership in IDSA is voluntary. 
3.2. Individual member of IDSA can be citizen of Ukraine, citizens of other countries, persons without citizenship who reached the age of 18 years, who share objective, tasks and directions of IDSA activity, recognize this Statute, execute decisions of statute bodies of IDSA and support IDSA financially and intellectually.  
3.3. Collective member of IDSA can be collective of unifications of dance organizations, collectives of the enterprises, establishments, organizations which share IDSA objectives, its statute tasks and promote activity of IDSA.
3.4. IDSA provisional member can be organization which promotes development of dance in the given country and is at the stage of legal registration.
3.5. The order of the inclusion into IDSA.
For inclusion and exclusion of individual member of IDSA is given the written application to IDSA Presidium. 

For inclusion and exclusion of collective member of IDSA is given the written application and decision of managing body of collective on the name of IDSA Presidium. 

Presidium has right to accept regulations about membership.

3.6. Individual IDSA members are approved by decision of IDSA General Meeting.
3.7. Honorable individual member of IDSA Presidium with the right to vote in IDSA Presidium and at IDSA General Meeting.

3.8. IDSA  full members have right: 

- to take part in activity of IDSA;

- to elect and be elite into supervising bodies of IDSA;

- to address to IDSA for protection of their rights and interests;

- to take part in all events of IDSA;

- to receive any information concerning activity of IDSA;

- to make offers into IDSA supervising bodies concerning its activity.

3.9. IDSA members are obliged:

- to actively promote activity of IDSA;

- to adhere requirements of IDSA Statute; 

- to execute decisions of supervising bodies of IDSA;

- to execute all IDSA Regulations.

3.10. The discontinuance of membership in IDSA can take place on the basis of the application of a member or under the decision of IDSA Presidium, in case of numerous infringements of the Statute, default of decisions of IDSA supervising bodies, execution of actions directed on undermining of authority of IDSA.

4. IDSA supervising bodies
4.1. IDSA Supervising bodies are:

- General Meeting;

- Presidium;

- President;

- Executive director;

- Revision Commission.

4.2. The highest IDSA supervising body is General Meeting of the representatives or delegates from local departments which is convoked by Presidium as required, but not less often, than once in four years.

4.2.1. General Meeting is considered to be valid if not less than 2/3 of IDSA delegated representatives from local departments participate in it. The order of election and number of the delegated representatives are defined by IDSA Presidium. The decisions are made by the simple majority of the voices of the present delegated representatives. Extraordinary General Meeting is conducted under the initiative of Presidium or 2/3 of local departments or IDSA President.

4.2.2. The date, the place of conduction, the agenda of IDSA General Meeting are to be informed in written form to all local departments not later than two months prior to conduction of IDSA General Meeting.

4.2.3. Voting at IDSA General Meeting is carried out by "open" voting if other decision is not accepted on procedure of voting.

4.2.4. Transfer of voices of one delegated representatives of IDSA General Meeting to another is authorized exclusively in written form on the blank of the local department which transfers its vote and signed by the supervisor of the organization.

4.2.5. To IDSA General Meeting are delegated by:

- local departments of IDSA - three representatives with a vote; 

- IDSA collective members - one representative with a vote.

4.2.6. General Meeting:

- accepts the Statute, makes changes and additions in it;

- discusses and approves the report of IDSA President and IDSA Executive director;

- elects IDSA President and IDSA Executive director for the period of four years;

- according to offers of IDSA President it asserts IDSA Vice-presidents and  Responsible secretary for the term of 4 years;

- elects Presidium for the term of 4 years;

- makes the final decision on the entrance of a new member into IDSA;

- considers and solves any question of activity of IDSA;

- asserts structure of IDSA Revision Commission for the term of 4 years;

- realizes the property right for means and property of IDSA;

- solves the problem on the discontinuance of activity of IDSA.

4.3. During the period between General Meetings the IDSA supervising body is IDSA Presidium.

4.3.1. The quantitative and personal structure of IDSA Presidium is confirms IDSA General Meeting. 

4.3.2. IDSA Presidium consists of: 

- President; 

- Vice-presidents;

- Executive director;

- Responsible secretary;

- Members of Presidium.

4.3.3. Working process of IDSA Presidium is its meeting. IDSA Presidium gathers as required, but not less often, than 2 times in one year. Exact date of conduction of meeting of IDSA Presidium is defined by IDSA President. 

4.3.4. At meetings of IDSA Presidium, IDSA President is presiding.

4.3.5. IDSA Presidium:

- develops and approves Regulations about adjudicators, financial positions, Rules of conduction of competitions, Rules on dress, etc.;

- develops and approves Regulations on IDSA Revision Commission;

- defines directions of current work of IDSA;

- disposes the finance and property of IDSA;

- approves samples of seals, stamps, symbolics of IDSA;

- makes decisions about creation of economic-settlement establishments, local departments and approves regulations about them; 

- considers applications, accepts documents of candidates into IDSA members and makes corresponding decisions;
- between IDSA General Meetings co-opts to structure of IDSA Presidium new members with proceeding confirmation at IDSA General Meeting; 

- takes measures to those members which undermine reputation of IDSA, or break the Statute or Regulations.
In such situations IDSA Presidium has the right:

- to make remarks;

- to make decision on temporary suspension of membership in IDSA;

- to make decision on exclusion from IDSA members.

Appeals on such decisions are directed on IDSA General Meeting, decision which is final.

4.3.6. Meeting of IDSA Presidium is considered to be valid in case of presence of the majority of members of IDSA Presidium. The decision of IDSA Presidium MAST is considered to be accepted if in favor of it has voted the majority of the present members of IDSA Presidium. IDSA President has a decision-making vote in case of equality of voices.

4.3.7. In case of necessity of acceptance of urgent decisions, except for changes in IDSA Statute, IDSA President МАСТ has the right to declare procedure of post voting (mail or on facsimile connection). Post voting is considered to be valid if the majority of members of IDSA Presidium has voted.

4.4. IDSA President supervises activity of IDSA.

4.4.1. Questions which are under the competence of the President:

- representation of IDSA in relations with bodies of the government, the organizations, the third parties;

- signings of financial and economic documents separately determined by the President, and also fulfillment of other actions necessary for achievement of purposes of IDSA, except for those which are related to the competence of other supervising bodies of IDSA;

- organizes execution of decisions of General Meeting and IDSA Presidium.

4.4.2. The president is elected by General Meeting for the period of four years. In case of the absence for any reasons, or for the current work the president has the right to transfer a part of the powers to one of Vice-presidents or Executive director.

4.5. Vice-presidents work on directions according to decisions of General Meeting, Presidium and orders of the President, carry out preparation of meetings of Presidium, General Meeting Under the decision of the President, in case of his absence, one of vice-presidents can temporarily carry out powers of IDSA President.

4.6. Executive director:

- without the powers of attorney concludes on behalf of IDSA agreements, contracts, gives out powers of attorney, opens accounts in establishments of banks, signs financial and economic documents which are not included into the competence of the President; issues within the limits of his competence orders, instructions and other documents obligatory for subordinate bodies to him;

- employs and dismisses permanent members of staff;

- appoints heads of divisions, sections and committees on kinds of activity;

- disposes means and property of IDSA within the limits of the competence which is given by the decision of General Meeting or Presidium of IDSA;

- makes other actions necessary for achievement of purposes of IDSA, except for those which are related to the competence of other supervising bodies of IDSA;

- prepares for the financial report at IDSA General Meeting.

4.7. Responsible secretary conducts office-work of IDSA according to orders of IDSA President.
4.8. The control over activity of IDSA is carried out by Revision commission which is elected by General Meeting for the period of four years, is accountable to it, submits to it on the statement of results of the lead by it checks and sums up according to annual reports and balances.

4.8.1. Checks are carried out by the Revision Commission on behalf of General Meeting, under its own initiative or on demand of not less than 1/3 of IDSA members.

4.8.2. Revision Commission has the right to demand from officials of IDSA and its members the granting of all necessary materials, accounting and other documents, and personal oral and written explanations.

4.8.3. Revision Commission can demand convocation of extraordinary General Meeting if there was a threat to basic interests of IDSA, or to its members, or abusings revealed on the part of officials of IDSA and its members.

4.9. The President, Vice-presidents, the Executive director, the Responsible secretary can be permanent members of staff of IDSA or execute the duties on public principles.

5. The property and financial assets of IDSA
5.1. IDSA gets the property right to means and the property, transferred to it by physical and legal persons, or the state into the property in the order established by the law, from membership fees, donated by citizens, establishments and organizations, received due to own means or received at other bases which have been not forbidden by the law.

5.2. A constant source of formation of personal means of IDSA is:

- means or property which act free-of-charge or as the gratuitous financial help or donations;

- passive incomes;

- means or property which act in IDSA from carrying out by it of the basic non-commercial activity;

- other sources which have been not forbidden by the law.

5.3. In property of IDSA there can be constructions, houses, available housing, other real estate, vehicles and other property necessary for execution of the statute purposes and of the organization.

5.4. IDSA means are used on execution of the statute tasks and on a payment of permanent members of staff.

5.5. IDSA, and the organizations created by it, conduct operative and accountant, statistical reporting, are registered in bodies of the state tax inspection and bring payments in the budget in the order and the sizes stipulated by the current legislation.

6. The order of making changes and additions to IDSA Statute 
6.1. Changes and additions to IDSA Statute are accepted by IDSA General Meeting if in favor of it has voted the majority of delegated representatives present at IDSA General Meeting.

6.2. Changes and additions which are made in IDSA Statute undergo obligatory registration in order foreseen by current legislation of Ukraine. 

7. The discontinuance of activity 
7.1. IDSA stops the activity in case of its reorganization or liquidation.

7.2. Reorganization of IDSA is carried out under the decision of General Meeting.

7.3. Liquidation of IDSA is carried out under the decision of General Meeting or under the decision of court.

7.4. The decision on the discontinuance of activity of IDSA is accepted by 2/3 of voices of delegated representatives present at IDSA General Meeting.

7.5. Liquidation of IDSA is carried out by the Liquidating commission which is created under the decision of court or IDSA General Meeting.

7.6. IDSA General Meeting or court which has made the decision about liquidation of IDSA, establish the order and term of carrying out of liquidation. And the same is established the term for claims of creditors which can not be less than 2 months from the moment of the announcement of liquidation of IDSA in  official publishing edition, and  which is published by the Liquidating commission in term not more than 3 days from the moment of its assignment.

7.7. The liquidating commission estimates available property of IDSA, which is liquidated, pays off with creditors, makes liquidating balance and transfers it to body which has appointed the Liquidating commission.

7.8. In case of liquidation of its actives should be handed to other non-profitable organization of the same type or according to decision of court be directed into the income of the budget.

7.9. In case of reorganization of IDSA of its rights and obligations pass to its assignee. 
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
